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Reactrix Systems and Samsung have combined to develop 57" interactive digital signage displays for 
Hilton Hotel lobbies.

The advertising screens will use camera systems to detect people standing up to 15 feet away - and 
content will invite them to engage with the system to play games, navigate menus and use the 
screens for hotel information.

The cameras are designed to indentify people's bodies through 3-D images - it will be able to tell if 
people are holding hands or standing near or apart from each other. The content is then designed to 
suit the person it is addressing.

AKA COMMENT

Interactivity is moving away from the simple interactive interface and companies like Reactrix are at 
the leading edge of the more 'human' interfaces. As with promised developments in the personal com-
puter - where Microsoft and others are working hard on ways to lose the keyboard and mouse - so in 
interactivity are hands and gestures and more normal behaviour being recognised and responded to 
by the digital signage systems in real time.
